Facilities 

GPS Coordinates: N29°50.38932, W082°2.66082 

Designated areas: Spectators must remain in designated spectating areas only. No jumping or 

climbing fences. No standing on pit walls. ERS is a school facility and has a strict no smoking 

policy. Smoking is permitted only in the paddock area. 

Available Food: On-site concessions serving burgers, hot dogs, wraps, sandwiches, sodas and 

snacks.  

Bathrooms: Port-a-lets located around facility. 

Electricity: None. 

Other Services:  Water spigot, a tire machine, and a welder housed in a 6,000sf workshop. If 

you need these you must get prior authorization from management.

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Hospitality 

During events: ERS does not normally provide hospitality/VIP tours. If you would like to provide 

these services for your sponsors or clients during an event at ERS please contact the ERS office 

to arrange the details.  

During regular business: ERS offers tours on Monday-Friday 9am-4pm. Please call to reserve a 

time and date. 

 

Event Passes & Spectating 

Liability Waiver: Everyone entering ERS property is required to sign a liability waiver and release 

form.   

Wristbands: All participants must wear waiver wristbands. These will be required for entering 

controls, spectating areas, and working in the service areas. Spectators must purchase an all-

day wristband. Competitors may use their waiver wristbands.  

Event Passes:  Passes may be purchased the ERS entry gates on the day of the event or in 

advance by calling 352.473.2999. Pass prices differ depending on event type.   

 

Race Fuel 

Conditions of Supply: Race fuel will only be ordered for competitors that pre-pay for their fuel. 

There will be no extra fuel available. 105 Unleaded Fuel may be ordered in 5 gallon or 55 gallon 

drum increments.  ERS is unable to return unused fuel. We recommend you get your fuel orders 

in early so that everything can be arranged properly. 

Fuel Order Procedure: Teams wanting fuel must fill out the Fuel Order Form in the appendix of 

this document and fax it directly to ERS. The fuel is pre-paid only. The deadline for ordering is 

the Friday, one week prior to event, by 4:00pm. Payment for fuel will be processed on deadline 

date, due to flux in gas prices. 

Fuel Pickup Location: Upon arriving at ERS, please notify Security staff at entry gate.  ERS staff 

will inform you of time/location of fuel pick-up within the ERS facility. Bring your own pump!

To apply for a press pass use the Media Participation Form located in the 

appendix of this document. There is no dedicated press room at ERS.

Driving in Florida 

� In Florida it is legal to turn right at a red traffic light, unless posted “No Turn on Red”. 

� The driver and front seat passenger must wear seat belts and every passenger in the vehicle 

under the age of 18 MUST be restrained by a safety belt or by a child restraint device, 

regardless of seating position. 

� Do NOT drink and drive! Florida has one of the toughest DUI laws in the U.S.  

� Florida’s “Move Over Act," passed in 2002, requires drivers to move over to the next lane or 

slow down (at least 20 miles below the posted speed limit) while approaching emergency 

vehicles that are stopped on interstate or other highways. 

� Pick up your cell or land-line in Florida, dial 511 and get the scoop on traffic. You can also 

get information online at Florida 511 Website, where you have three options — get current 

traffic conditions, view traffic cameras or set up personalized traffic profiles. 

� The Florida Highway Patrol promotes safety on Florida’s highways through enforcement and 

education. Call *FHP from your cell phone in case of an emergency.

The current weather 

conditions at the Keystone Heights Airport can be obtained by calling the automated weather 

line at 352-473-8273, which will give you more technical information like the dew point and 

barometer, but will not give an actual forecast.
